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School starts at 8:20 and dismisses at 3:31.  There will not be a tardy bell this year.  If a student arrives after 8:20 a parent will need to escort them into the office to check in.  Please make every effort to make sure your child is on time for school.  Also, please do not check out your child early unless absolutely necessary. 
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Mrs. Saunier has provided each child with a BEE Binder.  This binder will help promote organization and responsibility. Inside the BEE binder you will find a folder, homework notebook, and necessary information to help you and your child stay informed about class and school happenings. The homework notebook is essential because your child will be writing their homework down daily beginning the first week of school until the end of the school year.  I will sign or stamp the homework notebook at the end of each day.   The folder is necessary for handouts, graded papers, teacher notes, and any other correspondence that should be reviewed by you.  You should keep any correspondence unless it requires a signature.  You should also put any notes, lunch money, bus notes, homework, etc., in this folder to be turned in to me in the morning.  I will continue to send home important reminders and notes through a weekly memo called the “Saunier Star”.  However, you should always refer to the homework notebook for daily and additional reminders.  Please remove any papers that are to stay at home.  This helps your child stay organized.
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Homework:

I believe that homework should be kept to a minimum at the 3rd grade level.  I will assign homework as needed for reinforcement of the daily skills.  However, there might be times when no written work is assigned but students will still be required to “study” for upcoming tests.  Homework should be turned in the following day.  Worksheets will not be given out until the day the homework is assigned.   
Graded Papers:

Graded papers will be sent home every Friday in your child’s folder located in BEE Binder.  I will have the papers graded and they will be placed in the right pocket of the folder, Please sign any failed papers (D’s & F’s) and return them in the folder the following day. After the first nine weeks, if there is not a stamp that says “Please sign and return,” keep all papers.  I will keep these on file for the school year.  The grading scale for St. Tammany Parish is as follows: 
92- 100 A, 83- 91 B, 74- 82 C, 65- 73 D, 0- 64 F.

Behavior:

Honey Island has a school-wide positive proactive system called, “CHAMPS”.  More information regarding this will be sent home soon. If you have any comments concerning your child’s behavior, please contact me by note, email, or phone call and I will be glad to respond back. I expect age-appropriate behavior and respect from all students. 
Clothing:
Students must wear a uniform shirt everyday along with khaki pants or shorts.  Please label any sweaters, sweatshirts, and book bags with your child’s name.  

Handwriting:

We will be learning cursive early on in the year. Cursive will be taught in class and normally not brought home as homework.  Typically around January, students will be expected to write completely in cursive.  
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Please make sure your child knows his/her bus number, driver, and address.  The office and buses require written notice if your child is to go home on another bus or stay after school.  Please make sure all notes are signed and dated.  If your child will change their mode of transportation, even for one day, please send a signed and dated note.  I cannot let a student go home a different way without some written notification from you. This is very important and protects the safety of your child.

Breakfast/Lunch:
The school prints out breakfast/lunch menus every month that will be placed into the BEE Binder for reference. The cafeteria would like for you to pay for breakfast/lunch on the first day of the week.  All money should be placed in an envelope with the following information:
· Child’s name
· Lunch card number

· Teacher’s name

· Amount of money enclosed 

Please include this envelope in your child’s folder.  Any questions regarding your account should be directed to the cafeteria manager at 641-6932.  Please remember to send your child’s lunch money in an envelope to prevent confusion.
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I strongly recommend sending a HEALTHY snack daily.  I have an “Open” snack policy.  This means that the students are allowed to eat their snacks whenever they feel hungry; as long as they are not disruptive.  We will go over what is appropriate and what is not appropriate for snack.  Please send everything your child will need for his/her snack.  If you would like to send a drink for your child, please refrain from sending in sodas.  I will allow students to bring water bottles to class so that they may stay hydrated throughout the day.  Please make sure all bottles have tops that can be closed (screw tops, pop downs, etc…).  If your child has a food allergy, please let me know.  If this gets to be disruptive to learning, we will have designated snack times.  
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Conferences:  

If you would like to conference with me about your child, please do not hesitate to do so.  Please send a note to school or call me.  I will either call you or write back to you that day to set up a conference.  In the meantime, I would like for you to fill out the “Interest Survey” about your child so that I may learn things about them.
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Birthdays:
If you would like to celebrate your child’s birthday with the class by sending in goodies, please just send me a note in advance so that I can make time in our schedule.  

Toys:

Toys should not be brought to school as they can become lost.  I cannot be responsible for a child’s toy if they choose to bring one. No electronic devices are to be brought to school. (cell phone, Nintendo DS, ect…)
PTA:

Your involvement in our class and our school helps tremendously.  Take time the first few weeks of school to join the PTA.  Your support means a lot.

Star of the Week:

Every child will have an opportunity to be the “Star of the Week”.  Each day of the week has something special for your child to do.  I will be sending home a special poster and a parent letter the week before the child becomes the Star of the Week.  The child and the parents will have to do a little preparation for the week ahead. (Fun stuff, I promise!!)  Look for the schedule in your child’s orange folder.
